Lauraville: A Great Place to Nest 
 

Anyone who has ever lived in Lauraville, or even stopped by and 

spent a few minutes,  can see that we are a neighborhood filled 

with colorful, creative, hard working people who love to just be 

with one another. A landmark thatôs a metaphor for these attrib-

utes is the ñLauraville: A Great Place to Nestò clay mosaic lo-

cated on the Chameleon Restaurantôs northern wall. 
 

While the full project involved around 55 Lauraville neighbors, 

the project was the vision and under the direction of Toby Rivkin, 

Lauraville resident and ceramics teacher at Roland Park Country 

School. She began the project at the Lauraville Fair in September 

2008 by asking people to draw a picture of ñwhat makes Laura-

ville great.ò Two drawings that really got Tobyôs attention were 

the ones from five-year-old Evan Pugh and his mother Cami Col-

orassi. Both drawing were inspired by Herring Run Park and fea-

tured the stream, a tree, a herring and a heron. ñBetween the two 

drawings it sums up the best thing of what this neighborhood is 

about,ò says Toby. ñWe nest here, we love our environment, we 

want to protect our environment, and we are noticing what is in 

our environment.ò 
 

With the inspiration from the drawings, Toby set out and secured 

funding for the project from the Baltimore Office of Promotion 

and the Arts. Through the NOGLI website and word of mouth 

Toby organized a group of neighbors that met every afternoon on 

the empty lot at 4500 Harford Rd (unless it was raining, then the 

work force moved to the Parkside Restaurant). More joined the 

team as the mosaic progressed. As Toby said ñMostly, I think it 

was the visibility of just being out on a parking lot . . . people 

passing by knew that everyday between 5:30 and 6:30, we would 

be there . . . and what happened was it just started growing.ò 
 

The finished mosaic is 400 lbs of clayðglazed by neighbors, 

broken into little bits by Tobyôs students, placed back together, 

glued, grouted, mounted by the neighborhoodðand  now serves 

as a testament  to art and involvement in Lauraville. ñIôm proud 

of it. Iôm proud of all the neighbors for getting together, I met so 

many people that I didnôt know in this neighborhood,ò says Toby, 

adding that just seeing the mosaic gives her a strong feeling of 

ñneighborness.ò

Reprieved Until July 2010 
 

After much lobbying by LIA, itôs members, and others from 

across NE Baltimore, the Harford Road Senior Center will not 

now close in November as planned. The Center has a reprieve 

until July 2010. Thanks to Kevin Cleary and Chris Muldowney 

for their efforts to highlight the effects of this proposed closure 

and bring this to the attention of elected officials. In working 

with the Office of the Mayor and Volunteers of America Corp, 

the closure has been averted for the time being. Members are 

encouraged to contact US Senator Barbra Mikulski office to 

help secure Federal funds to ensure a long term future for this 

important resource for our seniors.

As promised in the October newsletter, here is further informa-

tion regarding the  4500- 4504 Harford Road Development. 

Letters of intent are in place for  

 

Big Bad Wolf  (4000 sq ft approx) and  

Subway (1100 sq ft approx)  

 

of the 8000 sq ft development at the 4500 -4504 Harford Road 

site (a.k.a. Jesse King or the Tuesday Market). The LIA, work-

ing closely with Councilman Curran's office and the Lauraville 

Business Association, had lobbied hard to prevent any deal 

moving to the Board of Estimate until suitable local business 

had signed letter of intent.  

 

With this achieved, the Board of Estimates (BOE) approved the 

Land Disposition Agreement (LDA) on 10/7. JBL (the devel-

oper) must now submit design plans within 60 days of the ef-

fective date of the LDA. The "effective date" is the date that 

the LDA gets stamped by the BOE, which is usually a couple 

of days after the meeting. 

 

 The LIA will continue to diligently continue to monitor pro-

gress and keep members informed. 
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
